The result was that they now have 
been promised a water line to each of their two hatcheries, and several of the board 
members have been replaced. 

    Ken thanked us for our support and said he would be happy to give anyone from our 
club a tour (I had 'phoned and asked for one as a first step in taking a look at his 
problem).
